Can you see me now? T or Visual Distress Signals >
The Coast Guard requires that recreational vessels carry 3 day and 3 night visual distress
signals. The exceptions to this regulation are powered vessels under 16 feet and open sailing vessels
under 26 feet without motors. These two exceptions are required to carry them if operated at night on
coastal waters.
The Coast Guard requires that the three required day/night signals be Coast Guard approved. In the
table listed below are the required signals, and whether they are a pyrotechnic signal and if they are
approved as day, or a day and night signal.
160.021 Hand -Held Flare Day/Night
160.022 Floating Orange Smoke Day Only
160.024 Pistol Parachute Red Flare Day/Night
160.036 Hand -Held Parachute Red Flare Day/Night
160.037 Hand - Held Orange Smoke Day Only
160.057 Floating Orange Smoke Day Only
160.066 Red Aerial Pyrotechnic Flare Day/Night
At the present time the serviceable life of a pyrotechnic device is rated at 42 months  from its date of
manufacture. Pyrotechnics beyond this 42 month date should be replaced with new devices. All approved
Pyrotechnics will have a USCG approval number and expiration date on them and are NOT accepted
during a safety examination after that date. So if you are planning getting a vessel safety examination
make sure you check the date on your flares.
Day signals usually generate some type of smoke signal, but may also include a visual component as
well. These combination day signals typically usually leave a smoke trail after being fired off.
Night signals are always RED I f you see a flare at iniitghd rmwmtd a t diss tNOds

Typically the coastal flares we have for Visual distress signals maybe in the form of a hand held flare,
Pistol Parachute flare or Aerial flare. They maybe either coastal or SOLAS.

Most of us will have the coastal hand held flare. The thing to remember when using these flares is they

generate a very hot flame and this burning material may drip down on the boat if the flare is not held out

over the side of the boat. If the burning material does drip in or on the boat you may wind up with a

bigger problem than trying to attract attention.

Pistol Parachute flares come with a pistol and the shells look like shotgun shells. When firing them point

the gun up in the air and NOT directly at helicopters of planes.

Aerial Flares look like a cigar tube with a small metal tab at the bottom T you pull the tab and the firing
mechanism drops down T pointing the tube up and away from you the flare is fired by pulling down on

the firing mechanism.

If you plan on doing any blue water passages you may want to purchase SOLAS (Safety Of Life At Sea)

flares. They are considerably more expensive but operate higher and for longer periods of time.

What do if you see a visual distress signal - The unwritten law of the sea requires that a mariner come to

the aid of a mariner in distress. Therefore, should you see a distress signal, immediate and positive

action should be taken. Notify the nearest Coast Guard station or State authority by radio or cell phone.

The disposal of expired pyrotechnic devices should be done in accordance with local county and state

hazardous waste regulations. There has been some debate regarding keeping out of date flares aboard

as fAextrasodo the Coast Guar d maifyouaddo keepahgm maketsuratbey aestored hi s
separate from your current flares.

Remember carrying flares of any type is not allowed on airplanes!
