Lots of us have smart phones, and these apps can help 
keep you safe on the water, or let you know when to stay off the water. These are Android apps, but the 
same apps should be available from the Apple App Store for the Iphone. The ones Iôm listing are all 
free.  Most have a paid version for a couple bucks that you can upgrade to and have more features if you 
like the app. I know everyone has different levels of computer/smartphone knowledge, so here is a link 
that walks you through installing an app on your android phone :

These are apps I have on my phone: 

Navionics for Android Tablet. This is one of the most popular navigation apps. Free, but you 
must pay $9.99 for a map of USA. Setup waypoints, chart your safe course, see where you are on the  
water. This looks just like a standalone GPS chartplotter. Your tablet must have GPS capability to use this.

Navionics for Android Phone. Same as above but for android phones. Today I went with a friend 
to the Yacht Club. I set the program to record our course. I named it Marks house to Yacht cCub. I charted 
a course from the Pineland Marina to Cabbage Key, using waypoints. Next time I wonôt get lost! The app 
has a HELP button so you can learn how to capture routes and set waypoints.

Seatow for Android. Great app, pulls together the info you need. Tides, Weather/Radar, GPS 
Compass. Also can use to call Seatow. I use this frequently for tides. You do not have to be a member to 
use this.
