Administrative  
This month Iôm posting an article about MOB, or Man Over Board. Barry Wood and I just had training  
on this and it is quite eye opening. While it may seem simple to pluck someone out of the water, it is  
anything but. We did our practice on a nice clear day in wind. It took several tries to put the boat in  
position to grab the dummy with a boat pole. Remember to approach into the wind so that the boat does 
not drift over the person you are trying to rescue. The wind will push your boat a lot faster than a head 
sticking out of the water.   
 
If you have taken our SEAMANSHIP COURSE, it does a good job explaining MOB procedures.. If you have 
not taken SEAMANSHIP, check the course schedule and get signed up. You will also be qualified to take 
On The Water Training to get some experience at the helm, and see the local waters. 
Also, please take time to look thru the article at the link below, it provides a lot more information on MOB 
procedures and equipment. It will make you aware of safety procedures you should know on the water.

Man Overboard! 

 Article by Auxiliarist Vincent Pica, East Moriches, LI, NY

A couple of months ago, a friend fell overboard ï while boarding a boat at the dock. Sound crazy?  
Not really ï when the ñvictimò isnôt wearing proper shoesé when he stepped on the gunwale and not into 
the boaté and when the wake of a passing boat (who shouldnôt have been making a wake!) rocked the 
vessel stronglyé In other words, things will just go wrong at the wrong timeé Are you ready to deal with 
it? 
 
Donôt Fall Overboard! 
Clearly, the best defense is not falling overboard. That means: 
1.  No ñbow ridingò, meaning, sitting up on the bow with your feet dangling over the side. Assuming the 
prop misses you as the boat whizzes over the top, you could very likely be rendered unconscious by the 
boat itself. 
2.  No sitting on the gunwales ï the edge of the boat ï even if you are holding on tight. The skipper 
takes a wake too hard and you are airborne. If you land in the boat, it is a small miracle. If you were  
sitting on the transom, unless the boat is in reverse, physics demands that you end up in the water. 
3.  The failure to use the ñ3 point systemò while on a moving boat can get even the most seasoned  
mariner. Always have 3 parts of your body in contact with the boat at all times, such as, 2 hands, 1 foot; 
2 feet, 1 hand. Try toppling over a 3-legged stool and you can see how much more stable this is than a  
2-legged stool. 
 
You Have Fallen Overboard! 
You need to do two things. 
First, attract as much attention as possible as  
fast as you can. I never go on a boat without  
a life jacket, knife, flashlight and whistle.  
The life jacket is first and foremost.  
The light and the whistle are to attract attention. 
The knife is to cut away the line I may be tangled 
in that is dragging me below the water. 
 
Secondly, if the boat continues to steam way,  
start saving yourself ï and that starts with  
conserving energy. Eventually, someone will  
start to look for you.  
 
Donôt panic and waste life-sustaining energy  
and body heat.

Someone Has Fallen Off The Boat! 
Train your crew in the following: 
 
1. The first person who sees someone fall overboard does two things simultaneously. First, shout at the 
top of your lungs ñMAN OVERBOARDò and, second, NEVER take your eyes off the person in the water, 
while pointing at the person constantly. (This is harder to do than it sounds, forget about everything else 
and just do this if you are not at the helm. A head can disappear quickly behind waves.) 
 
2. Someone else throws a cushion, fender, life ring ï anything and everything ï towards the victim to 
give them something to swim towards, hold on to and mark the personôs position. (If you are up on 
plane, this wonôt even be near the person by the time you get it in the water, itôs pretty surprising to see 
this during training. So at this time the captain is turning the boat, checking the wind position, watching 
the person pointing to the person in the water, hopefully the captain  or someone else threw a cushion 
overboardé. Itôs a busy time, and hopefully you discussed it with the crew before you left.) 
 
3. The driver brings the boat to neutral and stops the boat. (Maneuvers differ by type of boat and  
conditions.) The skipper then determines what side the victim is on and turns the boat to the same side 
as the victim. It keeps the victim inside the turning radius of the boat ï and keeps the propeller moving 
away from the person in the water.(The link above gives several scenarios, with diagrams showing the 
different maneuvers to get back on your ñbubble pathò, or wherever you need to go to pickup the  
overboard man. Remember, if that was you, youôd want picked up safely as quickly as possible.) 
 
4. Call the Coast Guard and tell them you have a ñman overboard!ò Your crew mate may be injured, 
have swallowed a lungful of water or having a medical emergency (how about a heart attack?) Get the 
ñrescue starts nowò clock started ASAP. 
 
5. Once you safely get alongside the victim, turn off the engine. Remember those props are dangerous. 
(Make sure to turn off the engine, itôs easy to forget once youôre in neutral, and trying to get the person 
aboard. Thereôs a lot going on and you wouldnôt want to bump the boat into gear when youôre next to 
the person in the water. Another good idea is to have some line attached to your throwable ring. Just 
think, if you throw it and it isnôt near the person, are they going to swim to it, are you? With a line  
attached you can pull the ring in and try again.) 
 
Folks, be safe out there.

How Panic Affects our I.Q.

I want to share this bit of information to my fellow boaters so that it could someday be useful in your 
times of panic, especially when you are out on the water.  For the people that donôt know me; I am 
afraid of large bodies of water.  The love I have for the water prevents me from being controlled by 
this fear.  I take it upon myself to confront and always learn from it, which keeps me humble and  
respectful of the water. 
 
As a research scientist in biochemistry, I have been exposed to a plethora of scientific research as part 
of my job in pharmaceuticals.  I will do my best to make it in laymenôs term so you donôt need to  
understand science to follow.  My goal is to encompass a wider audience range from 4 to 90years old. 
  
What happens in the brain when one panics?  The brain sends a message to the rest of the 
body to sound the alarm.  The amygdale is the part of the brain that holds old memories, feelings,  
sensations and emotions and then sends this information to the rest of our body.  It is in the amygdale 
that we store, among other things, all of our primal memories of powerlessness and helplessness that 
we experience during infancy and early childhood.

So if you renewed in October, 
expect your card in mid November.  The cards are laminated, they will say ñMember Since 19xxò, which 
will be the year you originally joined. 
 

Now here is another big change. The new cards are laminated and they are  
PERMANENT membership cards.
